FESTIVAL PROFILE:  As a celebration of the arts, the 2010 Woodville Deer & Wildlife Festival 
welcomed  3,500 people.   Each year the festival has grown in scope and attendance.  This year’s 
event is marketed with professional advice from Trent Lott Center for Excellence in Business and 
Entrepreneurship at University of Southern Mississippi.   Children’s Activities (Pumpkin Patch,  
Clothesline Art, Hands-on Clay art, Animal Face Painting) will include a 4-H Children’s Art Contest.  In 
addition to our artist/demonstrators, we invite you to join in the celebration of the arts (visual, musical, 
culinary—our Wild Game Cook Off, clay art, basket-making, game calling) in our historic southwest  
Mississippi community on Highway 61, the Blues Highway.   
 
 
LOCATION:  Art Under The Oaks will be held in downtown historic Woodville, Mississippi on the 
Courthouse Square.  Booth spaces will be 10’ X 10’.  Water or electricity will not be available.  Artists 
are responsible for bringing the equipment used for their exhibits.  Each artist may bring canopies or 
portable tents, but we require that they be secured by weights.  The Festival is not responsible for the 
loss or damage of any items.  Each exhibit must be manned at all times during the festival hours of 10 
a.m. to 5 p.m.  (Booth set up time is from 7:30 a.m. to 8:30 a.m.  After that time, our safety policy 
requires that no motor-powered vehicles will be allowed to be driven within the festival area where 
streets are blocked off).   
 
ENTRY DEADLINE:  Please return application by August 15, 2011.   An accepted application is a 
commitment to show.   No refunds will be made for cancellation.  All cancellations must be made in 
writing to the Director at  P. O. Box 1546, Woodville, MS 39669.  No fees will be refunded in case of 
rain or other acts of God.
